This year students will be going to Adventure Island. They will travel by coach which will leave promptly at
09:30 am And will return to Tescos Ponders End at 17:15 pm Where students will be dismissed.

Your child will need to be at school no later than 08:40 am On the 10th July, the coach will not wait for
them and students in the past have been disappointed when arriving late with the trip having already left.

We also want to point out expectations around student behaviour next term, whilst we want to make this
trip available to all we will be closely monitoring student behaviour and unless this is regulated to what we
deem to be a reasonable level we reserve the right to withhold the place on the trip and if this should be the
case we will refund you accordingly and inform you of alternative arrangements.

Please ensure that your child has the correct clothing for the weather, sunscreen, rain coat etc free school
meals will be provided to those who qualify, snacks and packed lunches should be brought by those who
aren't. Adventure island accepts cash should you want to give your child a small amount for extras. We are
allowing students to wear their own clothes however these should be suitable for children and non
revealing, crop tops, short shorts, mini skirts etc are not allowed. Students will be offered PE kit or sent
home if not deemed suitably dressed.
